The purposes of this research are (1) to compare the reading scores of the students
before and after the use of the instructional media in Mattayomsuksa Five, and (2) to study
the attitudes of the students towards the use of the instructional media in teaching English
reading skills in Mattayomsuksa Five. The participants were twenty students, selected by
purposive sampling, in Mattayomsuksa Five in Muangkrabi School, Krabi, in the first
semester of the 2017 academic year. The research was carried out for fifteen hours (three
hours a day for five days). To examine how well Thai folktales can improve the English
reading skills of Thai students, the researcher designed three lesson plans consisting of
three Thai folktales translated into English (Krai Thong, Nang Phom Horm, and Phra Lor), a
reading test, and a questionnaire to assess the attitudes of students toward the use of Thai
folktales as instructional media. The mean score, standard deviation and a t-test were used
for statistical analysis. It was discovered that there was an improvement in the English
reading skills in the students, through the English reading achievement scores of the
students after using three lesson plans was statistically significantly higher than before
using instructional media (P value < .05), and (3) the attitudes of students towards the use
of Thai folktales as instructional media was at the highest level. It can be because Thai
students are familiar with folktales and can apply their background knowledge (Thai
folktales in Thai) to understand the English passages in Thai folktales. Thus, they can
complete the comprehension exercises and think analytically in order to effectively state

their opinions towards the reading passage.
