The purpose of this study was to compare the performance, attitudes toward
English learning and peer adjustment of Mathayomsuksal through concentrated

language encounter ( MODEL1 ) and traditional approaches.

The sample were 87 Mathayomsuksa 1 at the secondary school of Nongsua
Vithayakom, Nongsua District, Patumthanee Province , during the first semester of the
2004 academic year. They were randomly assigned into the experimental and control
groups. Concentrated language encounter Instruction ( MODEL1 ) was taught in the
experimental group ; whereas an instruction based on the traditional approach was
taught in the control group. It took each group twenty 50 minutes -- teaching periods.
The research design of the study was the randomized control group pretest - posttest.
English performance test and questionnaires on attitudes toward English learning and
peer adjustment were used as research instruments. T-test independent and t - test

dependent were statistically used for data analysis.

The result of the study indicated that English performance and attitudes
in Learning English of the experimental group were significantly higher than those of
the control group at the .01 level. There was no significant difference in peer -
adjustment between the experimental and control groups. Therewere significant
difference in English performance, attitudes in Learning English and peer adjustment
of the experimental and control groups, between the pre and post experiment, at
