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The purpose of this study was to compare Mathayom Suksa 4
Students’ Reading Comprehension, Writing Ability, And Interest in
Learning English Through Creative Thinking Exercises and Through
Methods in The Teacher’s Manual.

The 10 subjects were randomly selected from Mathayom Suksa
4 students iun the first semester of 1993 academic year of Bangkok
Christian College. The simple randomized sampling was used in the
study. The sample was assigned into 2 groups ; the experimental and
control group with 30 students in each. The research design of the
experimental group was taught through Creative Thinking Exercises ;
whereas the control gronp was taught through the method in the
Teacher’s Manual. Fach group was taught with the same content for
twenty DO-minutes periods.

THe instruments used in the study were English Reading and
Writing Exercises and Interest tests. the data was statistically
analysed by t-test different score.

The findings of the study revealed that

1. The Reading Comprehension in Learning English of the
students taught through Creative Thinking Exercises was significantly
higher than the students taught through the teacher’s manual at the
.01 level.

2. The Wrjfing Ability in Learning English of the students
taught through Creative Thinking Exercises was significantly higher
than the students taught through the teacher’s manual at the

.05 level.
