The purpose of this research was to develop Matayomsuksa 6 students' English
writing ability through process writing.

The sample was 16 Matayomsuksa 6 students from Samsen Wittalalai School
who were chosen by purposive sampling. The experimental group was trained to write
paragraphs through process writing. Cooperative leaming techniques were used
throughout the process aiming at encouraging the students to take responsibility for their
own learning.

The instruments to measure students’ abilities consisted of pretest, posttest, self-
evaluation, and their leaming logs. These logs enabled the teacher to monitor their
abilities. Pearson Product Moment Correlation and t-test Dependent samples were used
as statistical methods.

The research results revealed that:

1. Students’ English writing ability was good with the means value at
3.51 rating scale evaluation.
2. Students’ English writing abilities before and after the experiment were

Later, gently stir the mixture and return it to the heat
until you can see the foam on the top. When you see it on the top, take the jezve from
the heat and hit the foam lightly with a spoon to make it go down. Finally, reheat the
coffee and tap the pot two more times, making sure {o remove it from the heat each time
the foam. forms. Before you serve the coffee, give everyone a small glass of fresh
water to drink with his or her hot, thick coffee. Though Turkish coffee is hard to make, it

is one of the most popular beverages in Turkey.
