The purpose of this study was to develop the English reading ability of Mathayomsuksa 2
students at Satrithungsong School by using English newspapers.

The sample consisted of 23 Mathayomsuksa 2 students in the second semester of the
2003 academic year at Satrithungsong School, Thungsong district, Nakhon Si Thammarat province.
The sample was selected by purposive sampling. The group was taught for sixteen-fifty minutes
periods. The instruments were lesson plans, an achievement test of English reading ability and a
questionnaire measuring the students’ opinions towards: using newspapers to develop English
reading ability. The t-test Dependent Samples was ué.éd to statistically analyze the data.

The findings showed that the reading ability of Mathayaomsuksa 2 students at
Satrithungsong School increased significantly at the .01 level and the students’ opinions on the

questionnaire of using English newspapers in reading were at good level.
